Chapter 8: Action Plan

A key aspect of this Master Plan is how it will be carried out after it 1s
adopted. To effectively implement the goals and policies of this Plan, it is
necessary for the City to identify the types of actions required and
determine the priority and timing of the actions so the appropriate
resources may be allocated.

Types of Implementation Actions

There are three types of actions that are required to implement the
city’s Comprehensive Plan; regulatory revisions, ongoing policy
actions, and programs. Each category is briefly described below.

Regulatory Revisions

In order for the Master Plan to be realized, the city’s development
regulations will need to be consistent with the principles and policies
contained in the Plan. The city will need to revise the development
regulations and standards in several instances to achieve these goals
and policies. This is addressed in greater detail within the Summary
of Priority Actions outlined below.

Policy Decisions

The Plan identifies a number of actions that will be carried out during
day-to-day policy decisions made by city planning staff, Planning
Commission, and the City Council. The city will continually make
decisions regarding development proposals and plan amendments
and should use the Plan to guide such policy decisions as they occur.

Programs

The Master Plan establishes a foundation for programs necessary to
carry out the goals of the Plan. For example, some policies involve
continued participation in planning efforts with other jurisdictions,
such as ongoing efforts of the Southern Nevada Regional Planning
Coalition. Other programs may require new initiatives, such as efforts
to promote the development of workforce housing, or the creation
of a database of available land for primary employment uses.
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Priority Actions

The following is a list of priority actions that should be taken as soon
as possible to ensure that future land use decisions are aligned with
the policies contained in this Plan and with the classifications on the
Land Use Map. Priority Actions should be reviewed and updated
periodically to reflect the city’s accomplishments, available resources,
and potential shifts in policy direction. The following priority actions
are recommended:

1. Monitor Supply of Primary Employment Land
One of the Plan’s key policies is to promote economic
vitality of the city by targeting and reserving land that is
suitable for industrial and office employment uses (e.g.,
primary jobs). In order to do so, the city should develop
a database of sites that are suitable and update it on a
regular basis.

2. Update the City’s Development Code

The city’s Unified Development Code was
comprehensively overhauled in 1998. This Plan contains a
number of policies that will need to be implemented
through revisions to the city’s Development Code,
including but not limited to an increased emphasis on
mixed-use development; opportunities for transit-
oriented development; and policies that encourage better
street and pedestrian connections between and within
neighborhoods.

3. Establish and Update Design Standards and
Guidelines

The Plan places a major emphasis on quality development
in the city’s neighborhoods, commercial and employment
areas, and public spaces. Updated as well as new design
standards and guidelines are needed as a means of
achieving this goal. These standards and guidelines should
be addressed as part of the process of updating the City’s
Development Code (see above).

4. Workforce Housing Initiative

Increasing the supply of workforce housing is a key issue
facing the city. The Plan recommends a number of
strategies that should be reviewed as part of a
comprehensive effort to bolster the supply of workforce
housing in the city, including density bonuses and other
incentives, streamlined review procedures, and
inclusionary housing programs. It may be appropriate for
the City Council to convene a Workforce Housing Task
Force to review and recommend specific strategies.
