	Purpose of the position: To give care and attention to our cats and help facilitate their adoptions. 
	Position responsibilities and duties: Taking care of the cats and facilitating their adoptions. 
	Skills  Qualifications Desired education skills abilities interests experience: Compassionate interest in cats, understanding behavior/body language of cats, and experience in handling them is a necessity. The ability to interact with cats (and misc critters like guinea pigs, rabbits, etc.) without putting them, you, or members of the public under any undo stress is a necessity. Ability to understand and follow through with written and oral communication and to record information on a daily log is essential. 
	Physical Requirements include any walking standing lifting requirements and work environment: This position entails, but is not limited to, the following: tending to the cats in a small confined room; need to be able to get down on your knees and reach in to clean cages; need to be able to reach in to clean cages while on a step stool and when standing on the floor; need to be able to lift and hold cats up to 25 pounds; need to be able to get a cat out of a cage and safely hand it to a member of the public; need to be able to lift bags of cat litter up to 40 pounds. Need to be familiar with how to mop a floor and do laundry. You will be carrying bags of trash to the trash bin. 

*If you have cats at home they must be fully vaccinated at the time you start your volunteer work.
	Commitment Required define minimum commitment hours per week or per month: You will be assigned to a morning schedule on a consistent day. You are able to sign up for more than one day if you desire and we have the need. Depending on how many cats are in your care on a given day dictates how long you will need to be at the shelter per day. Our volunteer requirement is a minimum of 8 hours per month, so a minimum of 2 hours per week, if you are scheduled for one day a week. More than 8 hours per month is allowed and encouraged.
